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 List of alternative topics for the written component, which should be about 500 words (can be more). Sources used should be appende.:
1. Hippocrates:  Find on the internet Airs, Waters, and Places. What seems “Hippocratic” about it? Who might it have been written for? What are resonances with today?
2. William Harvey and the blood’s circulation:  Find your way to a print or on-line translation. Read any one chapter. Describe what methods Harvey used; what seems “familiar,” what seems remote. Look up a little more about Harvey and his other work.
3. Discovering a drug: We reviewed the isolation and early use of insulin in class. Look into the early history of penicillin: contrast/compare its story with that of insulin.

4. Local heroes: Take a look at the portrait of Ann Preston, early important figure of Woman’s Medical College, or Constantine Hering, one of the founders of Homeopathic Medical College. Both are on the first floor, Dr. Preston to the left as you come in, Dr. Hering along the atrium wall. Choose one; find out something about her/him, and particularly try to relate the individual’s work and attainments in the context of their time.

5. Read my article “From Bright’s Disease to End-Stage Renal Disease” (I have copies to give away). Using kidney disease as a “probe,” what did I try to do in that paper? Are there other ways we define or “map” diseases not suggested in that brief article?
